Joline WJ Beulens is Professor of Lifestyle and Cardiometabolic Disease Epidemiology at
the department of Epidemiology & Data Science of Amsterdam UMC. The main focus of her
research is on aetiology and prevention of cardiometabolic diseases with a specific focus on
the role of health behaviours. She uses large observational studies to quantify the
association of different exposures with type 2 diabetes and cardiovascular diseases. Earlier
work was focused on the relation of specific dietary factors (alcohol consumption, vitamin K)
with cardiometabolic diseases and explaining the underlying mechanisms. More recent work
is focused on dietary patterns in relation with disease burden and more upstream
determinants of health behaviours. She is one of the six leading Pls of the NWO-gravitation
program Exposome-NL, that aims to investigate the role of environmental factors in the
occurrence of cardiometabolic diseases. Supported by two Dr. Dekker fellowships and a
ZonMw VIDI, Prof. Beulens investigates the role of vascular calcification in the aetiology of
cardiometabolic diseases. She made an important contribution to validating and improving
risk prediction for cardiometabolic diseases. Finally, she conducts randomized controlled
trials to investigate the effect of interventions on health behaviours on cardiometabolic risk.
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She is Pl of CVON Supreme Nudge consortium investigating the role of nudging, pricing and
a physical activity app on cardiometabolic risk in people with low socioeconomic position.
She is (past) editor of Diabetologia and European Journal of Preventive Cardiology. She is
member of the nutrition council of the Dutch Health Council and past president of the Dutch
Academy of Nutritional Sciences (2016-2018).
